MYSTERY EVENT: Your Camporee events start as soon as your patrol gets their card and starts to hike
up to inspection site (ranger house parking lot.)

REACH, THROW, ROW, GO GO GO!ll: Using the pool your patrol must use, in order, the above
sequence to save our staff member. Then perform CPR on a dummy we provide. Please plan ahead with
an extra set of clothes to change into. There is not extra time at this event to go back to your site to
change. All Scouts must participate in this event & Swim Checks will conducted as a part of
the event. Thisis a 1 hour event.

GO GREEN: This event will be mandatory. Patrols will be judged on the ability to work together, pick up
where others left off and the amount of co mpleted work in the 45-minute event.

GO BROWN, BLUE, BEUTY: Your patrol must answer questions and identify flora along the nature trail.
45-minute event.

GO LAUNCH SEQUENCE: Build a catapult using the materials given to your patrol and air mail our sp ecial
package as far as possible

GO RED CROSS-: First aid for the natural on the go types.

GO FIND YOURSELF: After orientating your patrol on a map. ldentify 10 map symbols from a random
topo map.

GO RESCUE PATROL: Your patrol must first tie eight knots (square, bowline, sheet bend, figure eight on
a bite, water knot, sheep shank, clove hitch, timber hitch.) Then assemble a ladder of three rungs. Each
patrol member must climb up. At this point the patrol must carry a victim using a firemanss carry fifty feet to
the patrol waiting at the other side to assemble a blanket stretcher and carry back a different victim.

GO! GO! GO A scout must physically strong. To aid our scouts on this point of the scout oath; the patrol
will stretch muscle groups; perform exercises (jumping jacks, sit ups, push ups, and a distance run.

FLAG POLE GO! Your patrol must raise, lower, fold and show proper care for our country>s stars and
stripes.

GO PLAN, FOOD, EAT: Your patrol must plan a menu including 4 meals: (2- breakfasts, 1- lunch, 1-
dinner) from the food list provided. Keep in mind while planning the 4 basic food groups, costs, and extra
hidden costs. This problem has a twist and does not appear as easy it appears.

GO MAPQUEST; At every campsite your patrol should make a plan how to lay it out. Explain why you
designed your campsite the way you did. Please include sleeping arrangements for six, where both a water
faucet and running water might be located, the latrine, cooking area, eating area, clean up area, and where
your patrol will have dispose of trash.

GO KNIFE AND AXE: This event is a little fuzzy stick. Please show proper technique to get the finished
product including how to pass, sharpen, and use a knife and axe to make a fuzz stick.
